Unlimited Duration: Delaware imposes no limits on the possible duration of a trust holding
personal property. Delaware allows trusts holding a specific parcel of real estate to remain in
existence for up to 110 years.

Confidentiality: For trusts created during your lifetime, Delaware does not require the trust to be
recorded with the court or court accountings to be filed. If a court proceeding is needed for any
reason concerning your trust, you may request that the court seal the proceedings from public
record.

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Delaware law and tax issues

Individuals throughout the United States and abroad have chosen to do business in Delaware to take advantage of the favorable requlatory environment
and sophisticated tax laws. For decades, Delaware legislators, business leaders, attorneys, and financial professionals have worked together to make the
state an attractive home for personal trusts. The following is a brief summary of several of Delaware’s laws that may be of benefit to individuals and
personal trusts. Although some of the provisions are not unique to Delaware, the combination of these benefits and ongoing efforts to maintain a
favorable trust climate make Delaware the ideal home for personal trusts.

Taxation

A No Income Tax on Income Accumulated or Capital Gains Incurred for Nonresidents: Delaware does not impose an income tax on
income accumulated in or capital gains incurred by an irrevocable trust if no remainder beneficiary lives in Delaware (30 Del.C. § 1636). In addition,
Delaware does not tax income distributed to nonresident beneficiaries. These provisions may be particularly beneficial in existing irrevocable trusts,
credit-shelter trusts, irrevocable life insurance trusts, generation-skipping trusts and charitable lead trusts.

Under certain circumstances, it may be possible to move a trust to Delaware to take advantage of its tax and other benefits. Whether or not such a
move is possible will a/ways require an analysis by the trust’s attorney or other tax advisors. In many cases, there will be provisions in the trust that
will make it easy to move the trust to Delaware (e.g., the ability to replace a trustee with a Delaware trustee, the ability to change the situs of the
trust, etc.). If the trust does not include adequate provisions to permit the move, court approval in the trust's current jurisdiction will be necessary.

A No Other Applicable Taxes: Delaware does not levy a sales or use tax or a tax on the value of intangible personal property.
Investment Flexibility

A Modern Prudent Investor Rule: Since 1986, Delaware's Prudent Investor Rule has permitted trustees to use a portfolio approach rather than the
traditional asset-by-asset approach to determine if trust funds are invested properly (12 Del.C. § 3302).

A Direction Trusts Permitted: In Delaware, a Grantor may appoint a direction investment advisor (an individual or an institution) to manage trust
investments and appoint a trustee (which is not responsible for the advisor's decisions) to administer the trust. To recognize this diminished
responsibility, Delaware corporate trustees charge less to administer direction trusts than trusts over which they have investment duties (12 Del.C. §
3313).

A Hiring of Investment Agents Permitted: Even if a trust does not provide for the appointment of a direction investment advisor, a trustee may
hire an agent to advise it concerning trust investments (12 Del.C. § 3402).

Effective Spendthrift Clauses: Delaware law offers a high degree of asset protection for spendthrift trusts. No limit is placed on the amount that
may be sheltered from creditors’ claims (12 Del.C. § 3536(a)). A spouse may, however, reach income distributable to his or her spouse from a
spendthrift trust to provide for support (Garretson v. Garretson, 306 A.2d 737 (1973)).

Self-Settled Asset Protection Trusts Now Available: Under Delaware’s Qualified Dispositions in Trust Act (enacted July 9, 1997), an individual
may create an irrevocable trust that should be beyond the reach of his or her creditors, and from which he or she may receive payments in the
trustee’s discretion (12 Del.C. § 3570, et seq.).

Bank Accounts Not Reachable by Creditors: In Delaware, creditors may not attach assets held by banks (including as trustee) to satisfy their
claims (10 Del.C. § 3502).

IRAs Exempt from Creditors’ Claims: Creditors may not reach assets in an IRA, a Roth IRA, or a roll-over IRA in Delaware (10 Del.C. § 4915).

Court Filings Not Required: In Delaware, inter vivos trusts do not have to be filed with a court, and court accountings are not required.

Routine Accountings Discouraged: There is a financial disincentive to the filing of accounts. If a trustee files an account merely to have its
actions approved by a court, it must pay the costs of the proceeding itself rather than charging them to the trust (Bankers Trust Company v. Duffy, 295
A.2d 725 (1972)).

Duration of Trusts

Perpetual Trusts Allowed: In 1995, Delaware abolished the rule against perpetuities altogether for personal property. Thus, under Delaware law, a
trust of personal property can last forever. A particular parcel of real estate can remain in trust for 110 years, but this limitation can be avoided by
putting it in a limited liability company or a family limited partnership (25 Del.C. § 503).

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Generation-Skipping Transfer Tax

The Generation-Skipping Transfer Tax (GST) is a Federal tax on the transfer of wealth, which is
similar to the Federal estate or gift tax. The GST taxes any transfer of property, whether by lifetime
gift, through a Will, or through a Trust, from one individual to another in the second or more remote
generation. For example, the GST tax is imposed on a transfer of property from a grandparent to a
grandchild or great-grandchild but not from a parent to a child.

Before the Generation-Skipping Transfer Tax was enacted in 1976 (as amended in 1986), substantial,
long-term family trusts could be created which provided for the benefit of a spouse, children, and
succeeding generations so that after the initial transfer taxes were paid, the trusts could remain in
place for multiple generations with no further taxes due when each generation of beneficiaries died.

The GST tax was created to ensure that a Federal transfer tax is applied at least once each
generation. Such transfers are subject to the 45% GST tax when distributed to grandchildren or
more remote descendants. However, each individual is entitled to a $2,000,000 exemption for
transfers made which would otherwise be subject to the GST tax, and can effectively utilize this
exemption through sophisticated estate planning techniques.
